1. Call to Order-the meeting was called to order at 6:02pm.  Those present were Dennis Burling, Orval Stahr, Pam Sweeney, Wayne Wilson (late) Jim Pohl, Paul McCormick, Bill Dawson (late), John Sozio, Marc Currie, Jim Norris, Lanny Burgett (late), Darren Mehl Jeff Hulbert, Matt Howe, Joan Bedel.  Harlan Milder was a guest
2. Membership Open Forum – none
3. Minutes—Oct 2009 minutes were accepted, Feb 2010 minutes were accepted
4. Reports of Board Members 
a. President – Dennis Burling
1. Report—Dennis attended the USYSA convention in Ft. Worth Texas in Feb.  The highlight of the meeting was that John Keating was named regional competitive boys coach of the year.  The award was presented at the convention banquet.  There will be a regional meeting in June or July in Overland Park, Kansas.  
b. Vice President – Orval Stahr—Orval noted that 3 items he requested be added to the agenda were not listed.  Dennis reminded Orval he had received an email detailing when the items would be discussed
c. Secretary – Pam Sweeney-no report
d. Treasurer – Dave Riley—the treasurers report was accepted
1. Report –it was noted that $42k of the $70,666 accounts receivable is 60 days or older.  Staff will work to collect these funds as quickly as possible

John did receive an email from Dennis that the items would be discussed in executive session.  John expressed several concerns about the team formation changes, but agreed after a brief discussion

p. State Referee Administrator - Jim Norris—Jim attended John Hilske’s funeral and was upset there was no representation from the state.  Jim indicated there were soccer folks from several states and clubs.  Jeff indicated this would fall on him as he was on vacation when notified.

a. Membership Representation—a letter was mailed to all clubs to inquire about location of office, fields, buildings to determine district representation
b. Nebraska Championship Committee Report--accepted
c. Fee Structure Committee Report—billing has been changed to $12 per player after confusion with the insurance surcharge
6. Staff Reports

a. Executive Director/Operations Manager – Jeff Hulbert

1. Written Report Submitted—will follow.  Jeff has requests for 2 new clubs to join the state, Legends & Grand Island adult.  An email for approval will occur.  The taxes of the organization are complete.  Jeff would like to visit with Jim & Paul about 4 fields in Carter Lake (Levi Park) that will be used for multiple sports.  Jeff reported that after the last meeting, Fremont Soccer Club would like to move their tournament to a week earlier rather than going head to head with the other tournaments.  This will apply to 2011 as well and in 2010 Fremont will have the first option for weekend when the third weekend returns prior to the start of league play
2. Board Contact Info—updates were obtained 
3. New Web Platform—this is in conjunction with US Soccer
4. Compliments—Matt received a letter regarding the National Youth License
b. Director of Coaching – Matt Howe
1. Report—Matt reported that coaching courses have been held in Kearney.  There are ODP players in Holland, Italy and Costa Rica.  Matt has scheduled a C license retest with the national staff for April 23-24, the course is full
2. National Youth License Report—this is a 5 day course split over 2 weekends.  70 coaches, with 65 from Nebraska attended the course.  The first course filled immediately and Matt was able to add a second weekend.  In attendance were 8 national instructors including 2 who wrote the course.  The cost of the course is $550 per coach.  
7. Other Reports
a. Golf Tournament Report—Jeff said there are 40 people registered for the tournament, in reality 60 is the necessary number.  
8. Unfinished Business
a. ***Change to the Financial Control Policy –motion by Pam, second by Paul to accept the changes as presented; motion carries
b. ***Request to Put Player in Bad Standing—motion by Pam, second by Marc to accept the proposal; motion carries.  Jeff is working with LeagueOne/Active
c. ***Formation of Adult Advisory Committee—motion by Marc, second by Darren to accept the proposal; motion carries
d. ***Change to Team Formation Rules and Regs – multiple—motion by Pam, second by Darren to accept the proposal; motion carries
9. New Business
a. Concessions Contract for Tranquility Park—Paul McCormick recused himself from this discussion due to a conflict of interest.  Paul did remain in the meeting.  This will replace the current agreement.  Dennis Burling, Dave Riley, Jeff Hulbert and an attorney representing Nebraska State Soccer created this agreement.  Motion by John, second by Orval to allow the President to sign the contract with corrections; motion carries.  Clarification on first right of refusal was made; scheduled play does not mean sanctioned play included are LaCrosse, College Soccer
b. Discussion Point – “The Right Start” Program—this item not discussed
c. Dennis received a letter from the federation requesting funds to support a world cup bid for 2018 or 2022 to be in the USA.  Ideally they are requesting $1 per player registered in the state.  The estimated cost of the bid is $10million and is due in May.  Orval motioned, second by Bill to donate $2500 to the federation; motion carries
d. Board Discussion Points—in an attempt to communicate and provide full disclosure to member clubs Orval requested discussion of 3 items and John requested discussion of items 1 and 2.
